Heaven is “My Father’s house,” according to the Son 
of God; it is “home” for God’s children! 
And there’s plenty of room for everyone who believes!
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HEAVEN IS THE MOST EXCLUSIVE 
PLACE IN THE UNIVERSE

The great news is: Anybody can get in, but there is only 
one way. Acts 4:12; 1 Tim. 2:4-6; John 14:6

 Jesus does not simply teach the way or point the way 
as “Christian science” teaches. He is the way.

 Our Lord’s statement, “No man comes to the Father 
but by Me,” wipes away any other proposed way to 
heaven—good works, religious ceremonies and 
sacraments, church attendance, costly gifts, etc.
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HOW EXCLUSIVE?

 John 14:6 is probably the most exclusive statement 
ever made by anyone in the history of human 
language.

 Like it or not, insofar as the Bible is concerned, there 
is no salvation in any other name, system, or religion.

 Only this ONE WAY takes us to the Father and this 
one way is a unique, one-of-a-kind person . . . 

JESUS IS OUR GREATEST NEED; 
HE ALONE IS THE WAY, TRUTH, AND LIFE.
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JESUS IS THE ONLY WAY TO THE FATHER

 Our problem getting into heaven is our eternally fatal 
cardiac condition: sin.

 We can only enter heaven because of His shed blood.

 There is no other way but Jesus the Cardiologist. 

 Jesus alone is absolute truth in a world of lies.

 Jesus alone is “the life” for all who will repent and 
believe on Him alone for salvation; He alone delivers 
us from death.
