® The days of Noah are far more than a historical issue.

" The unique events leading to the Flood are a
prerequisite to understanding the prophetic
implications of Jesus’ predictions regarding His Second

Coming, which He outlined in Matthew 24 in the
Olivet Discourse. Let’s review a bit!

GQQ’S ANSWER TO MAN’S ANARCHY
ﬁ Noah was merely a

SINNER SAVED BY GRACE!
First, Noah “found grace.”

Then, Noah was “a just man,” that is, “justified” or
“declared to be righteous.”

Because of this he was “perfect in his generations
or “complete;” he revolved around God and was
obedient to the Word of God.

Therefore he was able to “walk with God.”

" The moral pressures must have been
overwhelming.

® So far as we know, he preached light in darkness
for more than a hundred years with no converts
except some in his own family.

Yet Noah was forgiven, faithful, and fruitful,
which is our model to this day.

" The earth was corrupt; it was filled with violence; all

flesh had corrupted his way; lives of ease and excess
were the norm.

" The word for “corrupt,” Hebrew shachath, is a very
strong term and is often translated “destroy.”

" Mankind had finally destroyed themselves.
